At the Mitchell Community Health Services (MCHS) Annual General Meeting today, the President of the Board, Anne Thompson spoke about the increasing pressures on the lives of many in the community, and how MCHS is working towards ensuring that these needs will continue to be addressed

Mrs Thompson emphasised in the current climate of drought and global financial situation that it is a challenging task to provide services and meet community needs.  “MCHS will continue to develop important partnerships with other services and organisations, to be innovative and responsive in their work”.

MCHS CEO, Chris McDonnell, spoke about the significant changes to MCHS since he took over this position in February, and how impressed he has been by staff and the Board during this time.

Mr McDonnell spoke about the strategic directions being implemented over the coming years. “Mitchell has a significant population growth in the South Mitchell area, particularly Wallan and Beveridge.   “To respond to this, we need to build on our services in the southern end of the Shire, whilst sustaining and developing our services in other areas as well,” Mr McDonnell said.
One of the major projects over the next twelve months is the establishment of the Service Access and Care Coordination.  The aim of this is to provide a single entry point to service assessment and integrated care planning for clients. 

“ This will be an outcome based approach to service development and delivery  that focuses on the strengths of our clients and the community.  The effectiveness of this will be demonstrated through evidence based research focussing on positive social outcomes and client wellbeing”.
